Temple is ¥ mile on right side,
before Veterans Memorial Park.

FROM ROUND ROCK: Take Cedar Park/RM-1431 exit. Proceed about 12 miles, crossing over Lakeline Blvd
and Anderson Mill Rd. Take next right on W. New Hope Rd. Temple is on left hand side at 2509 W. New
Hope. Go to next left turn lane, and make a U-Turn to enter Temple driveway.
